According to Article 79 of the Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic the right
of legislative initiative shall lie with, among others, a deputy of the Jogorku Kenesh
of the Kyrgyz Republic.

The Draft Bill of the Kyrgyz Republic “On introducing additions and changes
in certain legislative acts of the Kyrgyz Republic (in the laws of the Kyrgyz Republic
“On Peaceful Assembly”, “On Mass Media”, in the Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz
Republic and the Code of Administrative Responsibility of the Kyrgzy Republic) was
initiated by deputies of the Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic Mr. T.
Zulpukarov and Mr. K. Dykanbaev.

On 26 September 2014, the Draft Bill was published on the official site of the
Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic for public discussion.

On 15 October 2014, this Draft Bill was adopted in its first reading by
Decision Ne 4384-V of the Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic.

According to the information published on the site of the J ogorku Kenesh of
the Kyrgyz Republic, the objective of this draft legislation is to ensure safety and
protection of the traditional family, human, moral and historical values of the Kyrgyz
society by limiting the dissemination of information, comprising the formation of a
positive attitude toward non-traditional forms of sexual relations.

The Bill seeks the following:

- to limit dissemination in the media of photo, video and written
materials, including materials that have an open or hidden call toward non-traditional
sexual relations;

- to restrict organizing and participating in peaceful assemblies that aim
to make publicly available any information regarding any forms of non-traditional
sexual relations;

- to define the criminal and administrative liability of legal entities and
individuals for disseminating information containing hidden or open propaganda
about non-traditional forms of sexual relations, including toward minors.

At the same time, this Draft Bill legally stipulates inadmissibility of promoting
homosexual relations in the society and propaganda of a “homosexual way of life”,
especially among minors. The international experience shows that in such developed
countries as the United Kingdom, the USA (8 states), the Russian F ederation,
Moldova, Ukraine, Lithuania, Latvia and in a number of other countries restrictions
